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See, Link, Wonder is a simple question and discussion tool to encourage people fo make observations
and personal connections with an experience. It inspires curiosity and will help to get them thinking
and talking about a topic.

It can be used with any object, image or even a hands-on experience. The questions help to generate
adiscussion which invites people to explore and find their own links between what they see or do and
with science and their everyday lives.

Everybody’s view will be unique, and there are no wrong answers. This helps to build people’s confidence
to talk openly about what they see and interests them.

These questions are just a starting point fo inspire people to generate more of their own.
